And the high priest answered 
and said to Him, “I put You under oath by the living God: Tell us 
if You are the Christ, the Son of God!” Jesus said to him, “It is as

you said. Nevertheless, I say to you, hereafter you will see the 
Son of Man sitting at the right hand of the Power, and coming on 
the clouds of heaven.” Then the high priest tore his clothes, 
saying, “He has spoken blasphemy! What further need do we 
have of witnesses? Look, now you have heard His blasphemy! 
What do you think?” They answered and said, “He is deserving 
of death.” Then they spat in His face and beat Him; and others 
struck Him with the palms of their hands, saying, “Prophesy to 
us, Christ! Who is the one who struck You?” Now Peter sat 
outside in the courtyard. And a servant girl came to him, saying, 
“You also were with Jesus of Galilee.” But he denied it before 
them all, saying, “I do not know what you are saying.” And 
when he had gone out to the gateway, another girl saw him and 
said to those who were there, “This fellow also was with Jesus of 
Nazareth.” But again he denied with an oath, “I do not know the 
Man!” And a little later those who stood by came up and said to 
Peter, “Surely you also are one of them, for your speech betrays 
you.” Then he began to curse and swear, saying, “I do not know 
the Man!” Immediately a rooster crowed. And Peter 
remembered the word of Jesus who had said to him, “Before the 
rooster crows, you will deny Me three times.” So he went out 
and wept bitterly.”

“When morning came, all the chief priests and elders of the 
people plotted against Jesus to put Him to death. And when they 
had bound Him, they led Him away and delivered Him to 
Pontius Pilate the governor. Then Judas, His betrayer, seeing that 
He had been condemned, was remorseful and brought back the 
thirty pieces of silver to the chief priests and elders, saying, “I 
have sinned by betraying innocent blood.” And they said, “What 
is that to us? You see to it!” Then he threw down the pieces of 
silver in the temple and departed, and went and hanged himself. 
But the chief priests took the silver pieces and said, “It is not 
lawful to put them into the treasury, because they are the price of 
blood.” And they consulted together and bought with them the 
potter’s field, to bury strangers in. Therefore that field has been 
called the Field of Blood to this day. Then was fulfilled what was 
spoken by Jeremiah the prophet, saying, “And they took the 
thirty pieces of silver, the value of Him who was priced, whom 
they of the children of Israel priced, and gave them for the 
potter’s field, as the LORD directed me.” Now Jesus stood before

“Now at the feast the governor was accustomed to releasing to 
the multitude one prisoner whom they wished. And at that time 
they had a notorious prisoner called Barabbas. Therefore, when 
they had gathered together, Pilate said to them, “Whom do you 
want me to release to you? Barabbas, or Jesus who is called 
Christ?” For he knew that they had handed Him over because of 
envy. While he was sitting on the judgment seat, his wife sent to 
him, saying, “Have nothing to do with that just Man, for I have 
suffered many things today in a dream because of Him.” But the 
chief priests and elders persuaded the multitudes that they 
should ask for Barabbas and destroy Jesus. The governor 
answered and said to them, “Which of the two do you want me 
to release to you?” They said, “Barabbas!” Pilate said to them, 
“What then shall I do with Jesus who is called Christ?” They all 
said to him, “Let Him be crucified!” Then the governor said, 
“Why, what evil has He done?” But they cried out all the more, 
saying, “Let Him be crucified!” When Pilate saw that he could 
not prevail at all, but rather that a tumult was rising, he took 
water and washed his hands before the multitude, saying, “I am 
innocent of the blood of this just Person. You see to it.” And all 
the people answered and said, “His blood be on us and on our 
children.” Then he released Barabbas to them; and when he had 
scourged Jesus, he delivered Him to be crucified. Then the 
soldiers of the governor took Jesus into the Praetorium and 
gathered the whole garrison around Him. And they stripped 
Him and put a scarlet robe on Him. When they had twisted a 
crown of thorns, they put it on His head, and a reed in His right 
hand. And they bowed the knee before Him and mocked Him, 
saying, “Hail, King of the Jews!” Then they spat on Him, and 
took the reed and struck Him on the head. And when they had 
mocked Him, they took the robe off Him, put His own clothes on 

the governor. And the governor asked Him, saying, “Are You 
the King of the Jews?” Jesus said to him, “It is as you say.” And 
while He was being accused by the chief priests and elders, He 
answered nothing. Then Pilate said to Him, “Do You not hear 
how many things they testify against You?” But He answered 
him not one word, so that the governor marveled greatly.”

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SERMON NOTES
“Glorifying God, Part 3”

John 19:17-37

17 And He, bearing His cross, went out to a place called the Place of a Skull, which is 
called in Hebrew, Golgotha, 18 where they crucified Him, and two others with Him, one 
on either side, and Jesus in the center. 19 Now Pilate wrote a title and put it on the cross. 
And the writing was: JESUS OF NAZARETH, THE KING OF THE JEWS. 20 Then many 
of the Jews read this title, for the place where Jesus was crucified was near the city; and 
it was written in Hebrew, Greek, and Latin. 21 Therefore the chief priests of the Jews said 
to Pilate, “Do not write, ‘The King of the Jews,’ but, ‘He said, “I am the King of the 
Jews.” ’ ” 22  Pilate answered, “What I have written, I have written.” 23  Then the 
soldiers, when they had crucified Jesus, took His garments and made four parts, to each 
soldier a part, and also the tunic. Now the tunic was without seam, woven from the top 
in one piece. 24 They said therefore among themselves, “Let us not tear it, but cast lots 
for it, whose it shall be,” that the Scripture might be fulfilled which says: “They divided 
My garments among them, And for My clothing they cast lots.” Therefore the soldiers 
did these things. 25 Now there stood by the cross of Jesus His mother, and His mother’s 
sister, Mary the wife of Clopas, and Mary Magdalene. 26 When Jesus therefore saw His 
mother, and the disciple whom He loved standing by, He said to His mother, “Woman, 
behold your son!” 27 Then He said to the disciple, “Behold your mother!” And from that 
hour that disciple took her to his own home. 28 After this, Jesus, knowing that all things 
were now accomplished, that the Scripture might be fulfilled, said, “I thirst!” 29 Now a 
vessel full of sour wine was sitting there; and they filled a sponge with sour wine, put it 
on hyssop, and put it to His mouth. 30 So when Jesus had received the sour wine, He 
said, “It is finished!” And bowing His head, He gave up His spirit. 31 Therefore, because 
it was the Preparation Day, that the bodies should not remain on the cross on the 
Sabbath (for that Sabbath was a high day), the Jews asked Pilate that their legs might be 
broken, and that they might be taken away. 32 Then the soldiers came and broke the legs 
of the first and of the other who was crucified with Him. 33 But when they came to Jesus 
and saw that He was already dead, they did not break His legs. 34  But one of the 
soldiers pierced His side with a spear, and immediately blood and water came out. 
35 And he who has seen has testified, and his testimony is true; and he knows that he is 
telling the truth, so that you may believe. 36  For these things were done that the 
Scripture should be fulfilled, “Not one of His bones shall be broken.” 37 And again 
another Scripture says, “They shall look on Him whom they pierced.”
